To confirm the minutes of the council meetings held on 11/3/20 & 18/3/20

Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Sargeantson.
1359               Matters arising from the minutes.
Community Speed Watch-the clerk reported that the C.S.W. project is up and running in Swinefleet. Unfortunately, despite many RPC recruitment campaigns, there were no volunteers from Reedness and as such the village will not benefit from the speed patrols.
Emergency plan -Cllr Sargeantson has a copy of the existing emergency plan and will produce a revised copy for the November meeting if her workload permits.
B.T. payphone consultation-the parish council had previously discussed the possibility of adopting the Whitgift end telephone kiosk to possibly house a defibrillator but have established that there is no adequate power source to this kiosk and as such the idea has been disbanded. A local resident has expressed an interest in maintaining and taking responsibility for the central Reedness BT kiosk. It was resolved that the clerk contacts the resident to confirm his genuine interest before investigating with BT the possibility of adopting this kiosk.
Water pumps- the clerk has applied for grant funding from the Twin Rivers wind farm fund to purchase 3 small pumps for village use and 10 hydro snakes for residents to use in flooding emergencies. ERYC have notified the clerk that the application was a success. It was resolved that as soon as funding is obtained the clerk will purchase the items.
Industrial water pump-the clerk had applied for grant funding for a large industrial type water pump to be used in extreme flooding situations in the villages as a joint windfarm grant application with Swinefleet PC. Unfortunately, the panel felt they could not support such a large funding request and as such the parish councils would have to find a large proportion of the money themselves. It was resolved to establish other funding sources available and to liaise with the IDB to see if they are willing to assist with the application requirements.
Covid-19-Cllr Sargeantson provided an update as to how the parish council have reacted and assisted residents during the pandemic. Cllr Barras reported delivering over 100 meals weekly to residents in association with the Incredible Edibles group in the Marshlands area. Cllr Sargeatson reported on the successful “scrubs sewing brigade” that has made and delivered a huge amount of hospital scrubs to nearby hospitals and health centres.

Correspondence.
Festive lights-Cllr Chisholm enquired about the possibility of the village having festive lights on streetlights. The clerk has spoken with ERYC who have provided a quote to supply the associated power source for such a project. It was resolved to place the item on the November agenda along with a Christmas tree and a festive lights competition for the residents.
Ousefleet village hall-the clerk read out a letter from C.Royston requesting a donation to go towards another 3D printer at the village hall to be used to make visors. On this occasion the parish council resolved to decline this project.

Speed limit signs-Cllr Barrass asked if the parish council would consider requesting further 30mph speed signs in Reedness. Cllr Barrass noted that from Adlingfleet through to Reedness there were possibly only 2 signs along the full stretch of road. It was resolved that the clerk will write to TRPC to ask if they will support this idea and request further signage from ERYC and the clerk was asked to contact ERYC to see if they will consider signs at Reedness entrance/exit points.

Twin Rivers wind farm panel- Cllr Chisholm has become the Reedness representative but due to work commitments can only attend evening meetings. ERYC have agreed to move meeting times to accommodate this and it was resolved to add Cllr Oldridge as a deputy panel member to ensure Reedness is fully represented at all meetings.

1361                Issues raised by councillors.
School fence weeds-Cllr Chisholm has raised concern regarding the state of the path that runs alongside the school fence and riverbank. The weeds have grown to such a level that they are obstructing the path and hindering users. It was resolved that the clerk contacts ERYC to alert them to the problem and request action to be taken to remove them and tidy up the area.
Old Hill Cottages path-Cllr Chisholm alerted the parish council to the state of disrepair of the path that runs up to the riverbank alongside Old Hill Cottages and the drain. It was resolved that the clerk contacts ERYC to visit the area and address the highlighted problems.

Damaged bank gates-Cllr Chisholm noted that the two metal gates that are at the end of Kingdom Lane and lead onto the riverbank are damaged with parts missing. It was resolved that the clerk contacts EA to inform them of the damage and request that the gates are repaired.

Dog bin stickers-it was noted that there is clearly a lack of stickers/posters on the village bins showing that dog waste can be placed in the ERYC bins. The clerk was asked to order a new supply from ERYC and the councillors will place them in suitable village locations in an effort to encourage dog owners to place all dog bags in the ERYC waste bins.

Planning matters.
Erection of dwelling at land west of Roxanna, Main St, Reedness ref 20/00561/PLF for J Walton- RPC all approved this application mid meeting due to Covid situation. The parish council noted ERYC refusal decision. However, a new revised application for the same build has now been received ref 20/02600/PLF. It was resolved that the parish council approve this new application also.
Change of use of land/buildings to recycling facility at Peat Works, Swinefleet for 4 Recycling Ltd ref 20/00883/CM-the parish council noted ERYC panel approval decision.

Erection of 2 storey extension + balcony & porch for I.Leyden at Bankside Farm, Reedness ref 20/01432/PLF- RPC all approved this application mid meeting due to Covid situation. The parish council noted ERYC approval for this application.

Erection of agricultural building for C.Morton at Highfields Farm, Reedness ref 19/00141/PLF- RPC all approved this application mid meeting due to Covid situation. The parish council noted ERYC approval for this application.

Erection of replacement farrowing unit for White Rose Farms at Pear Tree Farm, Reedness ref 20/01638/PLF- RPC all approved this application mid meeting due to Covid situation. The parish council noted that ERYC have not made a decision on this application as yet.
