Matters arising from the minutes.
Future I.C.T./youth clubs-an idea of either setting up ICT courses for residents or a youth club for the children were two of the projects suggested that could benefit from wind farm grant funding. Cllr Hobson has compiled a short survey asking residents if they would be interested in attending and paying for such courses and what type of course they would attend. This survey will be given to each resident with a return date of 13/9/16. The idea of a youth club was disbanded due to the complex requirements needed for working with children. It was resolved that upon the return of these surveys the parish council would decide if any courses were needed and decide on how to proceed if they were to be set up.
Defibrillator- ERYC have now installed the notice board, defibrillator and electric supply and will invoice the parish council .A defibrillator training and information event was suggested as being of interest and necessity to the village and it was resolved that a date of 1st September 2016 was decided upon to be held in the marquee at the Half Moon public house at 7pm. YAS Warren Bostock will host the evening and provide essential information, advice, training and demonstrations to all who attend. Publicity for this event will be provided by the parish council with flyers, posters, banners and notices in the Goole Times, Facebook and PC notice board.
SAAA decision-RPC have previously made the decision to opt out of joining the SAAA for future audit purposes but have now received a letter from NALC/SLCC asking if this decision could be re considered and highlighting the benefits of joining the SAAA. The clerk has established that the audit costs should be the same as they are currently and has received recommendations from Ernllca to opt into joining SAAA also as the pitfalls to choosing an independent auditor could be long, complex and costly. On this basis the parish council have resolved to reverse the previous decision and to now opt in to joining the SAAA for future audit purposes.

Gully blockage-Cllr Oldridge alerted the council to a possible blocked drain gully outside Beech Garth bungalow resulting in surface water remaining on the road and path. The clerk reported this to ERYC and was notified that this would be remedied before winter 2016. The parish council raised concerns that this timescale is unacceptable as water is unable to escape and as such is blocking the pavement and road alike. It was resolved that the clerk will provide photographic evidence to ERYC and insist on an earlier date to mend this damaged gully. ERYC noted that the village gullies were all cleansed on 9th March 2016 and due to cost issues a repeat cleanse is not an option.

Correspondence.
Public telephone kiosk-the clerk has received a letter from BT asking if the parish council would like to formally adopt the public phone kiosks in Reedness or would they prefer to have them renovated or removed. It was resolved that the parish council would like to see them renovated as consider them still of use to the village. It was resolved that the clerk will reply to BT asking for a suitable renovation programme to be instigated.
Bus shelter-Cllr Jones asked if some kind of seating could be placed in the bus shelter across from Old Hill Cottages following on from residents requests for this. It was resolved that the clerk obtains quotes for seating to establish the exact cost for such a project.

Wooden benches-Cllr Jones requested that the two benches outside Old Hill Cottages received some maintenance work as they are in a state of disrepair. It was resolved that the clerk contacts D.T.Walker to ask him to provide new wooden lats to the benches in an effort to make good.
