To confirm the minutes of the council meetings held on 09/09/20

Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Barras.
1368                Councillor resignation 
The resignation of Cllr Liz Sargeantson was noted. The clerk has contacted ERYC who have given co-option approval to fill the new vacancy. The clerk has advertised the vacant position but did not receive any applications. It was resolved to re advertise the vacancy and co opt at the January meeting.

1369                Election of Chairperson and Vice Chairperson

Cllr Andy Barras was elected as the new Chairman of RPC. This decision was proposed by Cllr Oldridge and seconded by Cllr Phillipson. Cllr Barras accepted the position and signed the role acceptance forms.

Cllr Sarah Chisholm was elected as the new Vice Chairperson of RPC. This decision was proposed by Cllr Phillipson and seconded by Cllr Oldridge. Cllr Chisholm accepted the position and signed the role acceptance forms.
1370                 Matters arising from the minutes.
Community Speed Watch-the clerk re advertised the project on social media sites and received interest from 4 residents. A training session was arranged on 12th October 2020 for all 4 volunteers. The next training session is to be a roadside session but due to lockdown this has had to be postponed. As soon as government rules allow, a revised training date will be arranged and then all 4 recruits can patrol the village using the police speed gun equipment provided.
School fence weeds-Cllr Chisholm had raised concerns regarding the state of the path that runs alongside the school fence and riverbank. The clerk contacted ERYC and the school headmaster and the area has now been cleared.

Old Hill Cottages path-Cllr Chisholm alerted the parish council to the state of disrepair of the path that runs up to the riverbank alongside Old Hill Cottages and the drain. The clerk contacted ERYC to visit the area and address the highlighted problems. ERYC have given a contact name of Samantha Rowbottom in the Housing department who will now deal with this matter.

B.T. kiosk adoption-the clerk has contacted local resident Mr N. Kenning who has kindly agreed to maintain and repair the old BT telephone kiosk in central Reedness. The clerk has now contacted BT who have agreed to RPC formally adopting this kiosk. BT have now removed the power and the telephone from the kiosk. Mr Kenning will now maintain and repair the kiosk shell and provide solar powered lights inside. It was resolved that at the next meeting the councillors will discuss usage ideas/projects for the kiosk. The BT kiosk near Whitgift church will be removed in the near future by BT.
Water pumps- the clerk has applied for grant funding from the Twin Rivers wind farm fund to purchase 3 small pumps for village use and 10 hydro snakes for residents to use in flooding emergencies. ERYC have notified the clerk that the application was a success. The clerk has now received the grant acceptance forms and signed and returned them to ERYC. It was resolved that as soon as funds are received the clerk will purchase the pumps/snakes.
Festive plans-Cllr Chisholm enquired about the possibility of the village having festive lights on streetlights however after receiving project costs from ERYC this idea was shelved. A proposal from Cllr Chisholm to have an outdoor village festive decorations competition was agreed to by all present It was resolved that this competition will be advertised locally with an engraved presentation cup purchased to give to the winner on an agreed date yet to be arranged.  The clerk has been instructed to purchase another Xmas tree as yet again the existing tree has died. Once the replacement tree is in situ it will be decorated with solar lights.

Speed limit signs-Cllr Barras met with ERYC Lianne Darbinson (traffic management team) and toured the village looking at the speed problems in the village and the signage that is currently in place. Lianne has agreed to a speed survey in the village and will explore available options once the results are known. It was resolved to wait for the survey to be performed and results received and adhere to the advice/ideas received from ERYC.
Damaged bank gates-Cllr Chisholm informed the councillors that the two metal gates that are at the end of Kingdom Lane and lead onto the riverbank are damaged with parts missing. The clerk alerted EA to the problem, they have visited the area, noted the concerns and will make good the gates “in due course”.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.

KMR letter-the councillors were informed of a letter from KMR asking for a donation to use for legal costs in the fight against the 4R recycling facility. It was resolved that the request will be declined. The clerk will inform KMR of the decision made with reasons provided.
Poppy sales-once again RPC provided and sold large event poppies for residents. The sale profits will be given to Keith Sacre at R.B.L. in Goole.

Town deal-Cllr Barras explained the rationale behind the town deal funding available for Goole town for possible project bids of up to £25 million. Whilst it was acknowledged that funding is for Goole town only it is understood that the rural villages on the outskirts will benefit by “the new facilities, services and uplift” that the funding expenditure will create.


Village planters-it was resolved to obtain the services of S.Hart to maintain both 

village entrance planters in 2021. Both planters will receive a summer and 


winter display. The clerk was asked to thank Tina Doubletree for her assistance 

in providing a floral display during the pandemic months for the Whitgift end 


planter which was very much appreciated.

Erection of replacement farrowing unit for White Rose Farms at Pear Tree Farm, Reedness ref 20/01638/PLF- the councillors noted ERYC approval for this application.

Internet banking-the clerk reported delays from HSBC in obtaining the security access data needed for the RPC internet banking. HSBC have apologised, accepted responsibility and failure and awarded £50 in compensation for the error.
