Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Reedness primary school, Reedness on Tuesday 13th September 2016 at 7.30pm.
Present: Cllrs Sargeantson, Hobson and Jones.

Prior to the meeting starting ERYC Karen Wood gave a brief talk about the Twin Rivers windfarm grant funding panel and how it will be run and how the £30,000 pa funding can be cascaded.

A representative from Reedness is required to sit on this panel and it was resolved that Cllr Jones will be appointed to this role.

To confirm the minutes of the council meetings held on 9/8/16

Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the chairperson.

Election of chair person/vice chairperson.
Due to the recent resignation of the chairman Cllr Backhouse a replacement chairperson needs to be appointed. It was resolved that Cllr Sargeantson takes up this post.

Cllr Sargeantson accepted and signed the acceptance forms.

Due to the fact that Cllr Sargeantson was in fact the past vice chairperson this vacancy now requires filling and it was resolved that Cllr Jones takes up this post.

Cllr Jones accepted and signed the acceptance forms.

Councillor vacancy-ERYC has given approval for the parish council to co-opt a new councillor onto the parish council. The clerk has advertised this vacancy on the website, the notice board, the Facebook page and in The Goole Times and has now received two letters of interest. Both letters were read out and it was resolved to co-opt John King onto the parish council. The clerk will notify Mr King and send him all the necessary paperwork to complete.

1180                   Matters arising from the minutes.
Future village courses-an idea of setting up suitable courses for residents was a project suggested that could benefit from wind farm grant funding. Cllr Hobson has compiled a short survey asking residents if they would be interested in attending and paying for such courses and what type of course they would attend. Cllr Hobson delivered all surveys to each resident and has now received the completed forms back and collated the information. It appears yoga and craft classes were the most popular requests and it was resolved that to start with the school headmaster will be approached to establish if the building can be used for such classes and that suitable course tutors would be approached to find out the cost issues of such lessons. It was resolved that Clllr Hobson will approach suitable tutors and liaise with the school.

SAAA decision- The parish council had resolved at the August meeting to reverse their previous decision and to now opt in to joining the SAAA for future audit purposes. The clerk has now been informed that there will be a £200 late admittance fee and it was resolved that reluctantly this fee will be agreed upon and paid.
Gully blockage-Cllr Oldridge had alerted the council to a possible blocked drain gully outside Beech Garth bungalow resulting in surface water remaining on the road and path at the July meeting and ERYC were contacted and replied saying it would be remedied in winter 2016 however the parish council felt this was now far more urgent and in turn sent photos to ERYC of the flooded road to prove the serious state of the flooded area. ERYC have now replied saying they will repair it in October 2016. 

The problem of the historical flooding problem outside The New Vicarage was again discussed as it was noticed that school children were having to wade through the water or cross the road to avoid it and cars were having to swerve to avoid the area also. It was resolved to again contact ERYC to find out what exactly is the problem and how it can be remedied as previous requests and investigations appear to have been unsuccessful.
Public telephone kiosk-The clerk has contacted BT asking for a suitable renovation programme to be instigated for the village phone box and has been told in actual fact it had been repainted in 2013. BT state if the parish council feels it still needs a repaint they must supply photos to show its deterioration. It was resolved that Cllr Sargeantson provides photos for the clerk to pass onto BT.
Bus shelter-Cllr Jones asked if some kind of seating could be placed in the bus shelter across from Old Hill Cottages following on from residents requests for this. The clerk has received a quote from Queensbury Shelters (the manufacturers) and has in turn spoken to the ERYC Transport Officer Debbie McGurn who has visited the site and offered further help. Debbie suggests that ERYC provide drop kerbs for better access to the shelter and provide H markings on the road to stop cars parking in the vicinity and also suggests creating more concrete hardstanding next to the shelter to allow a greater standing area also. ERYC will pay for this. It was resolved that the parish council accept the ERYC offer and allow them to do this work and also to ask if ERYC will agree to provide the seating which RPC will pay for as it was thought ERYC would be able to source more seating  suppliers at better prices.
Wooden benches-Cllr Jones requested that the two benches outside Old Hill Cottages require some maintenance work as they are in a state of disrepair. The clerk has contacted D.T.Walker to ask him to provide new wooden lats to the benches in an effort to make good and he has agreed to do this work.
