1390               New Councillor

1391               Councillor Vacancy

1392                 Matters arising from the minutes.
Old Hill Cottages path-the clerk has notified the councillors that ERYC have agreed to and now have commenced work on the path repairs. It is hoped these repairs will be completed in the next week.
B.T. kiosk-Cllr Barras reported that Mr N.Kenning is to arrange a date with the Incredible Edibles group to empty the kiosk so that the kiosk can be painted, and the interior upgraded with shelving and a solar light. It is hoped this work will be completed within the next few weeks.

Grant funding projects-the councillors are aware of grant funding availability for suitable projects/ideas in the village. It was resolved that a village suggestion box will be purchased and installed on the notice board. This new addition (when installed) will be advertised, and residents asked to place ideas and suggestions to enhance the village in the box for the parish council to discuss at meetings.
