1410              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 14/07/21.

1411               Councillor Vacancy
The councillors welcomed new Cllr Liz Boston onto the parish council. Cllr Boston has completed all relevant acceptance documentation, and this has been formally approved, witnessed, and signed at the meeting. The clerk has informed ERYC of the new appointment and updated the council website.
1412                Matters arising from the minutes.
B.T. kiosk-Cllr Barras has purchased a new solar light for the kiosk and will install it shortly. There have been delays in the painting of the kiosk and as such rather than experience further delays Cllr Barras has volunteered to paint the kiosk himself. It is hoped Mr N.Kenning will still agree to purchase the relevant painting materials required.
Suggestion box-the clerk has purchased a metal suggestion box which has now been installed on the notice board. The box has been advertised, and residents are asked to place ideas and suggestions to enhance the village in the box for the parish council to discuss at meetings. Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting but found it to be empty. It was resolved that the clerk will continue to advertise this project.

Static caravan-concerns were raised regarding the legality of a static caravan in a residential garden in the village. The clerk has contacted the ERYC planning enforcement officer for guidance and advice. An ERYC officer has now visited the premises and alerted the parish council to his findings. It is understood retrospective planning permission is required for several items. The parish council have resolved to await the arrival of the planning applications required.

Overgrown areas-the clerk reported receiving residents’ complaints about the length of weeds/wildflowers along the school path area and around the old telephone kiosk verges. Reports indicated that certain paths were impassable due to the encroachment of wildflowers/weeds etc over the pavements and gave a general untidy village appearance. It was resolved that the clerk will write to the Incredible Edibles group and ask if they will mow/cut back the wildflower areas previously planted by them, in an effort to tidy the areas and enhance the village appearance.

Flagpole-the councillors are aware that yet again the village Xmas tree has died. Discussions were held to erect a flagpole in this area instead which can be decorated with solar lights at the festive time and have an appropriate flag flying at other times. The clerk has obtained ERYC permission to install a flagpole. Cllr  Barras is to send the clerk choices and examples of appropriate equipment required (flagpole, postcrete and lights) and the clerk will purchase all that is needed. Cllr Barrras will then arrange installation and erection of the flagpole.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.
Bus stop layby-Cllr Phillipson has received complaints regarding the local bus being unable to park in the designated bus stop layby in front of Old Hill Cottages due to cars being parked in the layby. Passengers are forced to get on/off the bus further along from the designated stopping area. It was resolved that the clerk will contact ERYC to ask for guidance and advice and the legalities regarding the parking of cars in a bus stop layby. The clerk will report the findings and advice at the next parish council meeting.
Scrubs funds-local resident F.Ward has asked the parish council if there are any surplus funds leftover  from the “sewing scrubs” donations received and if so, what was to be done with the money. The clerk reported there was £59.97 leftover. It was resolved to donate these excess funds to Yorkshire Cancer Research. A cheque was signed at the meeting. 
Manhole cover-Cllr Merewood reported a damaged manhole cover in the road in front of Post Office Row. It was resolved that the clerk will contact YWA to notify them of the problem and arrange repair work.
