1420              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 15/09/21.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the chairman.
1421              Matters arising from the minutes.
B.T. kiosk-Cllr Barras confirms that the kiosk has now been repainted. He will now install a solar light and then the kiosk refurbishment programme will be complete.
Suggestion box-the Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting but found it to be empty. It was resolved that the clerk will continue to advertise this project. A new waterproof suggestion box sticker will be placed on the box.

Overgrown areas-the clerk has written to the Incredible Edibles group to ask if they will mow/cut back the wildflower areas previously planted by them, in an effort to tidy the areas and enhance the village appearance. Karen Needs has responded stating that the areas of concern have now been mowed.

Flagpole-the flagpole has now been erected by Cllr Barras. It was resolved that the current flag will be removed, and the festive lights will be installed on 5th December. It was decided to continue the village festive house/garden competition for Reedness residents. The clerk will advertise this competition and a trophy will be presented to the winner.
Bus stop layby-the clerk has spoken to ERYC Gary Ansell about the layby, and it appears that this layby is in actual fact a designated bus stop and an overflow car park. The logistics of either placing parking restrictions and/or moving the bus stop and bus shelter from this area far outweigh the benefits of leaving it as it is. It was resolved to leave this layby in its current format.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.

Code of Conduct-ERYC have sent a revised code of conduct. It was resolved to approve and adopt this revise code for RPC to adhere to.

Reedness drain-Cllr Barras raised concerns about the dangers of the unprotected open drain. It was resolved that the clerk will write to the local drainage board to alert them to the dangers and to ask that they install fencing to secure the area. The fence alongside Old Hill Cottages is also thought to be inappropriate for purpose and it was resolved that the clerk will contact ERYC Housing Dept to request they consider replacing it.

Remembrance events-the clerk has circulated all remembrance events in the area for information purposes. Cllr Barras has erected the village “Tommy” as a local mark of respect.

Overgrown hedge-Cllr Merewood reported receiving residents’ complaints about an overgrown hedge causing an obstruction to the pavement. It was resolved that the clerk will write to the homeowner to request that the hedge is cut back,
