Declaration of interests.


None received.
1429              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 10/11/21.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the vice chairperson.
1430              Matters arising from the minutes.
B.T. kiosk-Cllr Barras was not present at the meeting, but it was noted that the kiosk solar light has still not been installed. It was resolved that the clerk will remind Cllr Barras to arrange installation at his earliest opportunity.
Suggestion box-the Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting but found it to be empty. A new waterproof suggestion box sticker has now been placed on the box.

Xmas lights-Cllr Barras had kindly put up the festive solar lights around the village flagpole in December 2021. As the festive period is now over it was resolved to ask Cllr Barras to now remove these lights and store them for future use. Cllr Barras will replace the lights with the union jack flag.

Festive competition-the annual “best festively decorated village garden” was again very well received and supported. The winners this year were Mr & Mrs Hebden-Brown. Cllr Barras has presented them with the winning trophy.

Overgrown hedge-Cllr Merewood had previously reported receiving residents’ complaints about an overgrown hedge causing an obstruction to the pavement. The clerk has now contacted the homeowner who has now cut back the offending overgrown hedge area.
Reedness drain-Cllr Barras had previously raised concerns about the dangers of the unprotected open drain. The clerk has contacted the local drainage board to alert them to the dangers and to ask that they install fencing to secure the area. The clerk has spoken with Malcolm Barker (drainage board) who has agreed to erect suitable fencing but has requested a parish council donation to go towards the fencing costs. It was resolved that RPC will donate £300 towards the project.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.

HSBC charges-the clerk notified the council of new bank charges now being applied to the RPC bank account. It was resolved to remain with HSBC as the fees are negligible and it was felt other banks had similar fees.
Twin Rivers windfarm fund-the clerk reported receiving a call from ERYC Laura Burnley requesting a new windfarm RPC panel member representative to be elected. It was noted that back in March 2021 Cllr Barras had volunteered for this position. It was resolved that the clerk will remind ERYC of this decision.

Defibrillator representative-the clerk asked that a village representative was required to regularly check that the village defibrillator is active and that, if it has been used ,the pads are replaced. It was resolved that Cllr Oldridge will perform these checks.
Complaint letter-the clerk read out a letter from resident C.Welford who raised concerns about the amount of and route of Robinsons lorries in the village. It was resolved that the parish council would not intervene on this occasion as it was felt these lorries can lawfully use the roads and that they only deliver to a few local farmers in a very short period of time annually.

Queens jubilee-the councillors discussed the possibility of asking the local school children to design a jubilee flag to go on the village flagpole throughout the jubilee celebrations period. It was resolved that the clerk will contact the headmaster to ask if he will support this project idea. The clerk will source and price a local supplier to put the design on to a cloth flag.

Planning application for J.Walton at Roxanna for erection of dwelling ref 21/03335/PLF. RPC noted the ERYC decision to refuse this application.
Planning application for S.Jackson at Elm Tree Farm ref 21/03342/PLF for conversion of existing agricultural buildings into 2 storey dwelling & to include a single storey extension to rear. RPC resolved to approve this application mid meeting due to ERYC reply timescale.
“Fieldview” retrospective planning application- the clerk has contacted the ERYC planning enforcement officer and has established that an application has now been received. This application is now awaiting ERYC validation and approval before being considered and consulted upon.
