1438              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 13/01/22.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Phillipson.
1439              Matters arising from the minutes.
B.T. kiosk- the kiosk solar light has still not been installed but Cllr Barras will arrange installation at his earliest opportunity.

Queens jubilee-the clerk investigated the idea of enlarging a children’s jubilee drawing/painting onto a cloth flag for the village flagpole in order to hold a school art competition but established that a digital image is required in order to successfully do this transfer. Cllr Barrras will make enquiries himself to see if he can find another way to do this.

The clerk read out 3 letters from local groups requesting help, funding or a donation to go towards their village jubilee projects. It was resolved that the clerk will apply for £500 from the ERYC jubilee grant funding pot. £75 was agreed to be spent on tree purchases for the local school, £50 was agreed to be donated towards buying commemorative medals for local children and the remaining £375 will go towards village hanging basket watering equipment.
Suggestion box-the Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting and has sent a scanned copy of a letter, found inside it, to the clerk. The letter was read out at the meeting. The letter was from a concerned resident requesting litter bins to be placed on the riverbank. It was resolved that the clerk will respond to the resident informing her that EA will not allow bins on the riverbank.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.
Town and Parish Charter-the clerk explained the proposed ERYC charter whereby ERYC and RPC agree to work together in harmony and adopt the charter ideals. It was resolved that RPC will agree to adopt this charter.

IEM planting project-the clerk had previously cascaded a letter from IEM requesting RPC involvement in this local planting project. Cllr Boston had attended a recent IEM meeting and provided further project information. RPC expressed reservations that they, and local residents, had not received any notification or consultation on the exact planting areas involved.
Community Governance Review-the clerk explained the 10-year ERYC review which requests RPC opinion on its own parish council boundary, size etc with a view to making changes if required. It was resolved that RPC remains exactly as it is with no changes required.
