B.T. kiosk- the kiosk solar light has still not been installed due to the fact the IEM group are currently refurbishing it. As soon as the refurbishment is complete, Cllr Barras will install the light.

Queens jubilee-the clerk has successfully applied for the £500 jubilee grant funding available from ERYC. It was resolved at the March meeting that £75 would be spent on tree purchases for the local school, £50 was agreed to be donated to Ousefleet Hall committee to go towards buying commemorative medals for Marshlands villages children and the remaining £375 would go towards buying village hanging basket watering equipment for the IEM group. The clerk has now made all the agreed purchases and given the desired items to the relevant groups.
Suggestion box-the Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting and reported nothing to be found in the box.
