1456              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 11/05/22.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Barras.
1457              Matters arising from the minutes.
B.T. kiosk- the kiosk solar light has still not been installed and the item has now been on the agenda for over a year. As such the councillors have decided to shelve the idea as it is felt the kiosk is only used in daylight hours anyway. This item will now be removed from the agenda.

Queens jubilee-the jubilee events in the area were understood to be a success. All grant money has now been allocated and spent, as such the clerk has completed and returned the ERYC end of grant form. The project is now complete and closed.
Suggestion box-the Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting and sent the one letter inside to the clerk to read out at the meeting. The letter raised concerns about the new bench project idea at Old Hill Cottages and as such the letter was discussed under this agenda item.
Streetscene-the ERYC village walkabout was on 29th June 2022 and was attended by Cllr Phillipson. ERYC have now sent a schedule of agreed works to be done in the village. The schedule contents were made known at the meeting and approved.
Old Hill Cottages bench-Cllr Phillipson asked if it was possible to place a bench on the grass next to the village flagpole outside Old Hill Cottages. The clerk has contacted ERYC to obtain permission for this project. The clerk reported receiving ERYC permission for this project, but it was resolved at the meeting to not go ahead with the idea after receiving a resident’s letter of concern and after noticing that the 2 existing nearby benches have now received a recent refurb and are looking very well.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.
Councillor resignation-the clerk officially notified RPC of the resignation letter from Cllr Boston. The clerk has notified ERYC and has now received authority to allow RPC co option of a new councillor. This vacancy has been advertised but as yet has not received any applications. It was resolved to continue advertising the vacancy.
Kiosk wildflowers-Cllr Phillipson raised residents concerns about the wildflower verge area outside the old BT kiosk in the village. The area appears overgrown and unkempt. It was resolved to write to the Incredible Edibles group and request that they tidy/cut back this overgrown area.

Planning application for S.Jackson at Elm Tree Farm ref 21/03342/PLF and 22/01924/PLF to convert agricultural building into 2 storey dwelling and demolish single storey outbuilding and to make internal/external alterations to existing building to allow conversion for access/parking-RPC approved this application mid meeting due to early ERYC reply deadline. As at 13/7 ERYC have not made a decision on this application.
Planning application for M.O’Brien at Ivy House Farm ref 22/00776/PLF to erect horse walker and construct manege- RPC noted that ERYC have approved this application .
Retrospective Planning application for R.Brady at Field View ref 21/03701/PLF to erect stable block + hay store/feed room. To erect open front trailor shed. To erect covered swimming pool. To construct block paved area and to instal 4 pole mounted 5m flood lights-RPC noted that ERYC have approved this application.

Certificate of Lawfulness for A.M Eastwood at Half Moon Inn ref 12/04772/CLE to use land to site 10 caravans- RPC noted that ERYC have approved this application.
Planning application for A.Barras at Half Moon ref 22/01680/PLF for change of use of land to site 2 holiday container units. RPC approved this application mid meeting due to early ERYC reply deadline. As at 13/7 ERYC have not made a decision on this application.
