1465              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 13/07/22.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Barras.
1466              Matters arising from the minutes.
Suggestion box-the Cllr Oldridge opened the box prior to the meeting and found it to be empty. As such there was nothing to discuss.
Councillor vacancy-the clerk has advertised the vacancy but as yet has not received any applications. It was resolved to continue advertising the vacancy.
Kiosk wildflowers-Cllr Phillipson raised residents’ concerns about the overgrown, unkempt wildflower verge area outside the old BT kiosk in the village. The clerk has written to the Incredible Edibles group and requested that they tidy/cut back this overgrown area. It was noted that the area has now been cut and pruned to a satisfactory standard.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.
Defibrillator recall -the clerk informed the council of a recall notice placed on the village defibrillator. A “loan” machine has now been sent by the supplier which will be put inside the cabinet for use whilst the R
PC machine is sent away for an upgrade
Kiosk damage-Cllr Phillipson alerted the council to damage to the old BT kiosk (presumably the result of rotting wood). It was resolved that Cllr Barras will liaise with resident Mr N.Kenning to request that he repairs the kiosk (as previously promised when RPC adopted the kiosk).
Flags-Cllr Barras asked if the council would consider purchasing a new union jack flag as the existing flag is slightly weathered. It was resolved to purchase a replacement union jack flag and to also purchase a suitable Christmas flag to erect during the festive season.
Remembrance/festive plans-the councillors discussed plans for the coming winter months, and it was agreed that “Tommy” will be erected around the first week in November and then removed around the first week in December when the festive flagpole and Xmas lights will be erected. The annual village festive “best decorated house” will be held again and will be placed on the next meeting agenda for further planning and discussion.
