1501              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 18/05/23.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Sargeantson.
1502             Matters arising from the minutes.
Suggestion box-the clerk opened the box prior to the meeting and found it to be empty. As such there was nothing to discuss.
Councillor vacancies-the clerk reported receiving 8 written applications for the 5 councillor vacancy positions on RPC .Members of the public left the room whilst the councillors made the decisions as to who they should co- opt onto the parish council. 5 applicants were chosen and the clerk will send out relevant documents to each candidate.
Water pumps-Cllr Sargeantson has received 2 of the 3 water pumps back and had them fully checked and returned to the residents who are storing them in case of flooding situations in Reedness. Unfortunately one resident has not supplied the pump in his possession despite several attempts from RPC to retrieve it. It was resolved that the clerk will now send out a formal written request for the return of the pump and associated pipes. If the pump is still not returned then legal advice will be obtained.
