Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Reedness Primary School on Wednesday 8th November 2023 at 7.00pm.
Present: Cllrs R.Eastwood, S.Freeman, C.Dixon ,l.Walker and K. Howitt.

The new 5 councillors were welcomed and all completed and returned the relevant declaration and acceptance forms. All forms were witnessed, signed and approved.

It was resolved that the new RPC Chairman would be Cllr R.Eastwood. This decision was proposed by Cllr Dixon and seconded by Cllr Howitt. Cllr Eastwood accepted the position and signed the role acceptance forms.

It was resolved that the new RPC Vice Chairman would be Cllr S.Freeman. This decision was proposed by Cllr Dixon and seconded by Cllr Howitt. Cllr Freeman accepted the position and signed the role acceptance forms.

Declaration of interests.


Cllr Eastwood declared an interest in the Incredible Edibles topic and in the Half Moon planning application item.
1510              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 13/09/23.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the chairman.
1511             Matters arising from the minutes.
Suggestion box-the clerk opened the box prior to the meeting and found it to be empty. As such there was nothing to discuss.
Water pumps-all pumps have now been serviced and are ready to use in a village flooding emergency situation for residents only. The pumps are located in key areas of the village. All pump holders have received pump user agreement forms which require completion prior to the pumps being hired out

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.

Twin Rivers windfarm panel representative-it was resolved to elect Cllr Freeman onto this panel as the RPC representative. The clerk will notify ERYC Laura Burley of this decision and provide her with full councillor contact details.
Incredible Edibles –the clerk read out a donation request letter from the local Inc. Ed. team. The funding is for the 2024 Marshlands hanging baskets project. It was resolved to donate £250 to this project upon receipt of a valid invoice.
ERYC stopping restrictions-the clerk has previously cascaded information to councillors about proposed ERYC stopping restrictions around the primary school area at school opening/closing times. It was resolved to fully approve these proposals. The clerk will notify ERYC.

Defibrillator-the clerk notified the council of the need to appoint a resident defib monitor to maintain and replace defib supplies if used in an emergency situation. It was resolved that Cllr Walker will become the new defib monitor. The clerk will provide Cllr Walker with the defib cabinet code. Cllr Eastwood suggested hosting another resident defib demo/training day and it was resolved that the clerk will contact YAS to arrange suitable dates in the new year to hold and run this event.
Xmas plans-it was agreed by the new council to continue the annual festive decorations competition. Cllr Dixon will collect the trophy from last year’s winner. It was resolved to ask the local school headmaster to be this year’s competition judge. The clerk will contact him for a decision. Cllr Walker is to buy a “real” Xmas tree this year and upon collection Cllrs Eastwood and Dixon will plant it and decorate with lights. Cllr Dixon is to test the existing festive lights and if unsatisfactory the clerk will purchase additional light supplies.

Highways-councillors raised concerns about potholes on the village roads and of a major dip in the road along Old Lane. It was resolved to report these areas of concern to ERYC. Overgrown grass/weeds running onto the path alongside the school was another area of concern which the clerk will also report to ERYC.
Flood warden-Cllr Eastwood notified the new RPC that he is the resident flood warden and obtained permission to alert RPC and residents of any pending flood concerns he may have in the future.

Speed reactive signs-RPC discussed the possibility of obtaining grant funding to purchase flashing speed signs at each end of the village. It was resolved that prior to this project starting full ERYC installation permissions to erect such signs was required. The clerk will contact ERYC to establish if permission would be granted for such a project.

Planning application for J.Walton at Roxana, Main St, Reedness ref 23/02543/PLF to erect 2 storey extension and single storey side extension .To create vehicle access and change use of agricultural land. It was noted that ERYC have approved this application.

Planning application for certificate of lawfulness for R.Eastwood at Half Moon, Reedness ref 23/00986/CLE- It was noted that ERYC have approved this application.
