Apologies for absence

Declaration of interests.

Cllr Eastwood declared an interest in the planning application for Level Best Concrete and as such did not participate in this topic discussion or decision.
1519              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 08/11/23.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the chairman.
1520             Matters arising from the minutes.
Suggestion box-the clerk opened the box prior to the meeting and found it to be empty. As such there was nothing to discuss.
Defibrillator event –Cllr Eastwood had previously suggested hosting another resident defib demo/training day and the clerk has now contacted YAS to obtain suitable dates in the new year to hold and run this event. Dates of a Monday evening session in April were suggested and the clerk will now confirm a mutually agreeable exact date with YAS and the venue and then advertise the event.

Festive plans-the annual village outdoor festive decorations competition was once again deemed a huge success. The winner was announced as Mr G.Sample. The Xmas tree, lights and flag were all erected in December and will now be removed and stored until needed again.

Highways-councillors raised concerns about potholes on the village roads and of a major dip in the road along Old Lane. Both these areas of concern were reported to ERYC and a job reference number was assigned. It was noted that neither concern has been remedied and as such the clerk will chase up ERYC.

Overgrown grass/weeds running onto the path alongside the school was another area of concern which the clerk also reported to ERYC. It was noted that this work was completed immediately by ERYC.
Speed reactive signs-RPC had previously discussed the possibility of obtaining grant funding to purchase flashing speed signs at each end of the village. Prior to this project starting full ERYC installation permissions to erect such signs was required. The clerk has since contacted ERYC to establish if permission would be granted for such a project and was firmly refused with reasons provided. As such this project cannot now go ahead.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.

River bank steps railings-Cllr Dixon raised a concern about damage to the existing EA steps railings at the foot of the river bank along Kingdom Lane. It was resolved that the clerk will notify EA and ask that they visit the area and make appropriate repairs.
Emergency Plan-Cllr Eastwood requested that it was a good idea to amend and update the existing RPC emergency plan. The clerk will cascade copies of the plan to councillors and agenda for the next meeting for suitable revisions to be made.

Planning application for J.Walton at Roxana, Main St, Reedness ref 23/02543/PLF to erect 2 storey extension and single storey side extension .To create vehicle access and change use of agricultural land. It was noted that ERYC have now refused this revised application.
Planning application for erection of building/hardstanding at Croft Farm, Readingate, Swinefleet for Level Best Concrete Flooring ref 23/03483/PLF-RPC resolved to approve this application. Decision made mid meeting due to ERYC reply deadline date.
