1528              To confirm the minutes of the council meeting held on 10/01/24.
Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the chairman.
1529             Matters arising from the minutes.
Suggestion box-the clerk forgot to open the box prior to the meeting but was to check its contents on her journey home and was to report any contents to the parish council.
Defibrillator event –the date of 22nd April 2024 was approved by RPC and agreed by YAS.  The event will be held at The Half Moon, Reedness at 7pm. The clerk will advertise the event.
Highways-councillors raised concerns about potholes on the village roads and of a major dip in the road along Old Lane. Both these areas of concern were reported to ERYC in November and a job reference number was assigned. It was noted that still neither concern has been remedied and as such the clerk has contacted Ward Cllr Sargeantson to ask her to intervene and contact ERYC to establish why nothing has been done and why no RPC update received.
River bank steps railings-Cllr Dixon previously raised a concern about damage to the existing EA steps railings at the foot of the river bank along Kingdom Lane. The clerk has notified EA and received a response that they will visit the area and make good the damages.  It was resolved that Cllr Dixon will check if this work has now been done.

Correspondence/issues raised by councillors.

Emergency Plan-Cllr Eastwood requested that it was a good idea to amend and update the existing RPC emergency plan. The clerk has provided copies of the plan to councillors and at the meeting amendments/updates were decided upon which the clerk will add to the existing plan and cascade to all for approval. The suggestion of creating a village emergency supplies box was discussed and it was resolved that RPC will create a list of box contents suggestions and discuss for approval and purchase at the next meeting.
HMLR-prior to the meeting the clerk cascaded a letter received from HMLR regarding a land adverse possession claim. It was resolved to approve this application as RPC have no legal interest in the land in question.

Flood Warden –Cllr Eastwood provided a report on recent discussions he has had with EA. Cllr Eastwood has been informed that EA are happy to attend an RPC meeting, if requested, to provide an insight into their involvement with planning applications etc. It was resolved that Cllr Eastwood will continue his discussions and arrange a meeting in future months. Cllr Eastwood requested that a “flood warden report” is placed on all future RPC agendas.
Speed signs-Cllr Freeman expressed his disappointment in the past ERYC decision to refuse any type of speed sign in the village and requested RPC approval to contact W.Yorks council to establish how they have managed to source and site speed signs. Cllr Freeman will inform RPC of his findings at the next meeting.
