Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Reedness primary school, Reedness on Tuesday 14th March 2017 at 7.00pm.
Present: Cllrs Sargeantson, Oldridge ,King and Jones.

Declarations of interest; Cllr King declared a none pecuniary interest in the item entitled “Kingdon Lane” and in the planning application for C.Mainprize and explained his reasons.

Apologies for absence

To confirm the minutes of the council meetings held on 10/01/17

Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the chairperson.
1206                  Matters arising from the minutes.
Water concern-An area  identified that has caused concern is a part of road that constantly appears wet suggesting a leak of some sort running from the school east end entrance up to The Hollies. The clerk has reported all to ERYC and YWA who have both visited and investigated. ERYC are to do a chlorine test to establish if it is a YWA problem and will update the clerk as soon as they have the results.
Bus shelter- The clerk has confirmed that the proposed highway works have now been done and the green perch seat from Queensbury Shelters has been installed.
Crocus planting-Cllr Jones has fully investigated the possibility of planting crocuses on the grass area around the old folk’s bungalows but as this cannot be done until September it was resolved to place the item on hold until nearer the time and to involve the school in the planting project.
Speed concerns- The clerk has placed an order to hire a “Speed Indicator Device” (SID) from ERYC and has been informed it will be installed around June 2017 at both ends of the village. The clerk will advertise this on the website and Facebook page and remind residents to remain vigilant and report any speed offenders to the police.


Footpath closure-Cllr Jones and Sargeantson met with ERYC and IDB representatives at a site meeting to decide what can be done to make good the dyke and maintain the path to allow it to be re-opened. ERYC have now sent an update to the clerk confirming they have established dyke ownership and will contact the owners with the suggestion to match fund the project of piping the dyke and re constructing the footpath. It was resolved to await a response from ERYC to see if this suggestion has been agreed to by all parties.
Councillor vacancy- following on from the resignation of Cllr Emma Hobson the clerk has informed ERYC and been given the authority to elect by co-option. The necessary advertisement notices have been placed on the notice board, website and Facebook pages and in the Goole Times. As a result of this the clerk has received one letter of interest from Mr C.Dixon. It was resolved to formally co opt Mr Dixon onto the parish council and invite him to attend the next meeting. The clerk will complete and send him all the necessary forms and documents to read and complete.
Litter bins- the clerk has contacted ERYC to obtain the necessary permission to site a new bin opposite the Kingdom Lane entrance and this has been agreed to. A new bin has now been ordered and is expected to be installed by 24th March 2017.

Correspondence.

ERYC streetscene village walkabout will be held on 28th June 2017. Cllrs Sargeantson,King and Jones will attend. The clerk will confirm attendance to ERYC.

ERYC bus changes.it was noted that service 361 from Scunthorpe to Goole will no longer operate on a Sunday. The clerk will advertise this change on the website and Facebook page.

R.B.Phillipson letter-the clerk notified the councillors of a letter received from the tenant of RPC land farmed at Old Lane, Reedness. Mr Phillipson has instructed a local estate agent to independently value the land he rents from RPC and has now provided this information along with a proposal to buy the land and pay all legal fees at the suggested valuation price. It was resolved to agree to sell the land to the tenant, Mr Phillipson.


The clerk has been instructed to approach this same estate agent to provide a valuation on a separate piece of land owned by RPC situated in Swinefleet and establish exact acreage with a view to also selling this land if the price is agreeable to all concerned.


Kingdom Lane-Cllr King provided photographs showing the unkempt state of this public footpath. Cllr King has spoken to EA who have indicated that as they use this route to gain access to the river bank that they will maintain the path. It was resolved that RPC will write to EA asking them to maintain the path to a suitable standard.

River bank walkway-Cllr King notified the council that since the new flood defence pilings have been installed on top of the river bank, that the old river bank footpath has now been left so narrow in parts it is unusable. It was resolved to establish exact bank ownership as it was thought certain residents may actually own parts of it and once ownership is established a proposal to widen this path would be investigated with all concerned.

Cllr King asked if it could be possible to request a meeting with a member of the ERYC planning department to obtain information on future local/village development plans and to establish the criteria used in making planning decisions. It was resolved that the clerk will arrange for a planning representative to attend the July meeting if possible.
