Matters arising from the minutes.

Flooding-the clerk has received a letter from ERYC asking for volunteers to attend a flood liaison meeting on 20/3 at Beverley. Cllr Sargeantson has agreed to attend.


Emergency plan-due to the absence of Cllr Jones this item will be placed on the March agenda. Cllr Sargeantson will liaise with Cllr Jones to see if there is anything she can do to help out with this plan in order to speed up the project.

Uneven path-the clerk has received an email from ERYC highways dept. Rob Brown stating that upon investigation it appears the IDB are responsible for maintaining the adjacent ditch to the damaged path in question. ERYC have written to IDB on 18/12 asking them to therefore maintain the ditch to a suitable standard and upon satisfactory completion of this ERYC will then reinstate the damaged footpath.
Sandbag storage unit-ERYC recently held a meeting to discuss the possibility of designated parish councils applying for a grant to build a sand bag storage unit in their villages for future use if flooding ever occurred again. Cllr Sargeantson attended this meeting.
The councillors could not reach a mutually agreeable decision on this subject and so the chairman has suggested that Cllr Sargeantson tries to find a suitable site location for this unit to be placed (adhering to the ERYC criteria given) and then further discussions and decisions can be made at the next meeting when/if a suitable location is found.
ERYC speed survey-the clerk informed the council of a speed survey recently done by ERYC in the village following on from complaints received about noise, speed and vibration problems. The results were made known which showed that an average speed of 28.6mph over a 7 day survey was recorded thus indicating there is not a speed problem and as such there will be no enforcement action by ERYC or the police.

The clerk has received an email from ERYC John Whyley stating that RPC do not seem to have made a decision to adopt (or not adopt) the ERYC revised code of conduct .
