Matters arising from the minutes.

Flooding matters- Cllr Backhouse believes an open day will be held on 2nd July 2015 but as yet EA have not confirmed this nor sent any information. Cllr Sargeantson was unable to attend the last flood liaison meeting and has asked the clerk to obtain the minutes and any other helpful information from this meeting for her.


Emergency plan- Cllr Sargeantson will liaise with Cllr Jones to help out with this plan and provide updates at the next meeting. Cllr Jones has contacted ERYC for assistance also.
ERYC speed survey-Cllr Jones expressed reservations about the recent traffic speed survey which warranted no further action from ERYC. The clerk contacted ERYC to ask if it was possible to place speed camera signs in the village in an effort to reduce motorists speed but a response was read out which declined this request.
The results from the recent parish council nominations were that four councillors have applied and are thus elected onto the parish council leaving a vacancy for one parish councillor. A letter of thanks is to go to Richard Eastwood (who has now left the parish council) to thank him for all his hard work. The clerk will establish if the vacancy can be advertised and a suitable candidate co-opted or not. The declaration of acceptance of office forms were signed at the meeting.

Correspondence.

Ernllca course-councillor training course dates were circulated at the meeting. Cllrs Sargeantson and Oldridge expressed an interest and will inform the clerk of available dates to attend.


Goole Fields wind farm community trust information was made known with the parish council being asked to think of suitable worthwhile projects to make an application for in the future.

Street scene visit-the clerk informed the council of the next ERYC visit which will be on July 14th 2015. The clerk will send a reminder nearer the time. Cllrs Sargeanstson and Jones expressed an interest in attending this village walkabout.

Defibrillator- Cllr Jones expressed an interest in the parish council purchasing a defibrillator to be placed in the village to be used in case of an emergency. Cllr Sargeantson has obtained prices for this machine and it was decided that funding could be made available from the parish council’s accounts. A suitable location was decided upon as outside Old Hill cottages. The clerk will obtain ERYC permission to place this machine on council owned property and Cllr Sargeantson will establish what training is required to use such a machine and exact costings of machine and cabinet.
