Matters arising from the minutes.

The EA opening ceremony is to be on September 18th at the Half Moon public house in the marquee between 12pm and 3pm. The residents, councillors, school and ERYC Ward Councillors have all been invited. EA have arranged publicity with posters, invitations and flyers for the event. 
Defibrillator- following on from the resolution to apply for local grant funding the clerk has obtained details of the grant funding application and will apply for funding .The proposed defibrillator location choice will be on a newly designed parish council notice board in the same location as the old, smaller notice board on the grass area outside Old Hill Cottages owned by ERYC and ERYC Gillian Townend has confirmed there are no residents nor landowner objections to this location choice and is to meet with Cllr Jones on September 14th to discuss further. The clerk has provided the councillors with ERYC templates which have been adapted and completed for the Equality policy and Health and Safety policies which the councillors have read, approved and now adopted at the parish council meeting. (this is a part of the conditions imposed by ERYC for the grant application process). ERYC require confirmation that Reedness Parish Council will pay for an electric supply, if deemed necessary, for the defibrillator and a resolution to approve the payment for this was made. Cllr Jones has already spoken with ERYC Peter Jacobson asking for prices to install/create this new electric supply from a nearby street light source but as yet has not received a price to do this. Cllr Jones will now choose a suitable notice board design and obtain dimensions in order to establish if planning permission is required. 
Christmas tree lights-Cllr Jones has previously contacted ERYC Peter Jacobson to obtain information and costings on obtaining an electrical supply to the grassed area outside Old Hill cottages for a future Christmas tree, associated lighting and proposed defibrillator As yet ERYC have still not replied. Cllr Jones will chase up a reply.
Notice board-see previous minutes regarding defibrillator which will be incorporated on the proposed new notice board.
Emergency plan- Cllr Sargeantson has ensured this plan will now be completed within the next two weeks. The plan can then be sent along with the defibrillator grant application as requested by ERYC.
The vacancy for a parish councillor has now been filled via co-option and the chairman welcomed new councillor Emma Hobson to her first meeting. Cllr Hobson signed the declaration of acceptance forms and register of interest forms which were counter signed by the clerk and councillor Oldridge. The clerk will send a copy of these forms to ERYC.
