Matters arising from the minutes.
River bank –the clerk read out an update email from EA Alice Hearne giving details of agreed maintenance and cosmetic works to be done to the river bank. It was resolved to remind EA that the agreed June river bank grass cut has not yet happened and requires attention. The clerk has also spoken with Dave Hanney at The Green Team and confirmed that he will do two extra grass cuts to designated river bank areas in the summer period at a suggested time of one month after each EA cut.
Reedness in bloom-The idea of having two large planter troughs under each village entrance sign was discussed and the clerk has obtained ERYC approval to do this along with an indemnity form which requires parish council approval. It was resolved that the clerk will purchase two large wooden planter troughs and store until spring 2019 when the troughs will be filled and placed at each entrance to the village. 

Book presentation-the chosen leaver’s presentation books have been delivered and the presentation labels require completing. The leaver’s assembly was noted as 20/7/18 at 9.30am. Cllr Sargeantson and Oldridge will ensure the labels are written and books presented to the 7 children leaving the primary school this year.

Speeding-the ERYC 7 day speed survey was performed in June 2018 but as yet there are no results. The clerk will liaise with ERYC Katie Stork and will hopefully have the results in time for the next meeting in September.

“There but not there”-the clerk has now purchased a life-size aluminium “Tommy” soldier silhouette and has obtained ERYC permission for it to be temporarily placed on the grass area outside Old Hill Cottages on an annual basis. The clerk has also obtained 3 quotations to place a concrete base in the designated area for which to fix the silhouette onto. It was resolved to approve the quotation received by R.Eastwood to lay the concrete pad. The clerk will contact Mr Eastwood to make the necessary arrangements in order to have this silhouette image erected prior to Remembrance Day.
Poppy event-An idea to decorate the village street lights with large event poppies in November 2018 was approved and ERYC permission has been obtained. The suggestion to raise funds for the Remembrance Day centenary occasion by asking residents to sponsor a poppy for £10 was approved also. The clerk has ordered 50 large poppies and will advertise accordingly to increase awareness and obtain sponsorship funds.

The clerk will inform ERYC of this resignation and place the vacancy notices on the website, notice board and local newspaper.
