Matters arising from the minutes.
Defibrillator- The clerk has ordered a defibrillator and cabinet from Wel Medical who supply for YAS and this has arrived and been taken to the home of Cllr Jones to await installation of the new notice board when it arrives.
Notice board- Cllr Jones has ordered the new notice board from The Parish Notice Board Company and is still awaiting delivery. Upon receipt of the new notice board Cllr Jones will liaise with ERYC to arrange for an electric supply to the new defibrillator.
Public transport -Cllr Hobson has instigated a questionnaire/survey in conjunction with ERYC and had it distributed to every village property in an effort to establish the type of transport required with the reasons, times and dates that it is needed in order to possibly set up a better transport network through the villages in future. All completed forms have now been collected and sent to ERYC who will collate the information and report back to Cllr Hobson with the results.
Transparency code- The clerk has now set up a website in conjunction with Vision ICT at www.reednessparishcouncil.co.uk and has received grant funding of £1836.23 to set up the website and purchase associated equipment etc. A full expenditure inventory was provided at the meeting for approval.
Litter bins- following on from complaints received regarding dog fouling on the river bank and in the village it was noted that Reedness has no litter bins at all and no dog litter bins either. It was resolved that a suitable location for an all-purpose ERYC litter bin would be in the Old Hill cottages central location. The clerk has obtained bin prices from ERYC and obtained ERYC approval to place a bin alongside the bench outside Old Hill Cottages. It was resolved that the clerk will now order a new bin and arrange ERYC installation.
Facebook page-Cllrs Hobson has now set up an RPC Facebook page and has reported its popularity with many residents. It was resolved that meeting minutes and agenda links can go on this site to give residents more access to information about the items discussed at the parish council meetings. 
Gully cleaning- The clerk has contacted ERYC Steve Roberts to see if a gully clean can be performed in Reedness and was informed that in actual fact a scheduled clean was to be done in February 2016. This does not appear to have been done as yet but will be monitored to ensure it is attended to shortly.

It was hoped that when a bin is installed that dog owners will use it to put their used bags into .An idea to design a poster by the school children was suggested and will be discussed further at the next meeting.

Financial matters.


It was noted that the three land rental invoices have been sent out and all paid.
It was noted that £1836.23 grant money was received to set up a website, purchase new equipment and pay for associated courses, training and workload needed to abide by the transparency code.

SAAA decision-the clerk explained that as RPC has a turnover of under 25k an external full audit is not a necessity and a formal decision is needed to opt out of this old system if all approve. It was resolved that RPC opt out of the SAAA.
