Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Reedness Primary School, Reedness on Wednesday 3rd July 2019 at 7.00pm.
Present: Cllrs Sargeantson ,Walker ,Oldridge and Barras
Public present: Mr & Mrs J.King and C.Welford.
Declarations of interest-none declared.
Prior to the meeting officially starting a resident spoke to the parish council about various improvements/additions he feels would enhance the village such as additional benches and repair work to the metal dyke barriers at the village entrance (Goole side). The resident also asked if a village survey could be considered to identify other resident’s wishes for the village and ended by appealing to the parish council to consider donating to this year’s Ousefleet Show. The comments and suggestions were noted by the councillors.

Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by the Chairperson Cllr Sargeantson.
1319                Matters arising from the minutes.
Community speed watch-the clerk has now received confirmation that a police coordinator Wayne Goodwin has been appointed to lead the speed watch campaign and start the speed gun training. Wayne will contact all interested parties shortly to begin the training process.

ERYC village taskforce-the two year visit by ERYC officers to walk the village and locate areas requiring cosmetic work was on 26th June 2019 and was attended by Cllrs Sargeantson, Oldridge and Barras. All areas of concern were made known to ERYC officers who have  now prepared a list of agreed works which will be actioned or referred to other ERYC departments for approval. The parish council have received a copy of the work inventory and will monitor the agreed work schedule to ensure all is completed.
School leavers-the clerk has obtained two atlas books for the school leavers and established that the leaver’s assembly is to be on 19/7 at 1.30pm. It was resolved that Cllrs Sargeantson and Oldridge will attend the assembly and present the books.
Speed Indicator Device (SID)-the clerk has ordered a SID for the month of September but due to the fact that village road repairs are due to start in the same month it was resolved to delay the SID rental until October instead. The clerk will contact ERYC and change the hire date. TRPC Cllr Amanda Scrimgouer has notified the parish council of her recent resignation and the decision of TRPC to not pursue the solar powered speed signs grant funding proposal so instead Reedness Parish Council have resolved to continue with this project alone and obtain further information and prices for the next meeting before any decisions are made . The clerk will obtain the information required.
Dangerous parking-following reports of dangerous parking on and around the school bends the clerk has now contacted the school headmaster, the police and ERYC Highways to assist in eradicating the problem. The school headmaster Liam Jackson has spoken with the parents of school children, the PCSO Samantha Chandler has agreed to also work with the headmaster to combat this problem and will consider police presence at school open/close times and enforcement action if needed. ERYC have previously agreed to re paint the yellow zig zag markings but have made known that these road markings are merely advisory and as such it is not an offence to park on them. Cllr Walker has suggested that double yellow lines should perhaps be added along the zig zag stretch of road to ensure that it would be illegal to park in this area. It was resolved that the clerk contacts ERYC to request double yellow lines in the vicinity of both school entrance/exit points.
Village name signs-Cllr Barras has obtained further information on designs for the village name sign project but has not obtained any written quotations as yet. He will continue with obtaining a design along with specifications and prices and bring to the next meeting. The clerk has contacted ERYC who confirm that before any permissions can be given they would require a site location, photographs of the area and an exact image and dimensions of the signs chosen.

Traffic mirrors-Cllr Cawkwell had previously alerted the parish council to safety concerns when cars pull out of Church Lane (next to Whitgift church) due to a blind spot area. The clerk has now contacted ERYC to seek permission to place a mirror on the street light opposite the road junction but has received a lengthy response with concerns and associated problems with this idea. It was resolved to not proceed any further with this project.

Litter-concerns were raised about the amount of litter collected and strewn around the location of the two new builds at Post Office Row. The clerk has contacted ERYC Matt Gent to alert him to the problem and he has visited the site and noted the absence of a skip. Matt has contacted the land owner and informed them of his findings and hopes to re visit the area in a few weeks to ensure his suggestions are being adhered to.

Correspondence.
Ousefleet Show-the clerk read out a donation request received from the Ousefleet show committee. It was resolved that the parish council are happy to support this village show and as such would like to make a donation of something other than money. Suggestions of a trophy/rosettes were discussed and it was resolved that the clerk writes to the show committee asking for further suggestions as to what they require or prefer as a donation.
Green grants-the clerk alerted the parish council to an ERYC grant of up to £1000 for “green” projects but all written applications need to be received by 7th July 2019 and as such is a little too late for a written application to be submitted.

Incredible Edibles-the clerk has notified the parish council of a new gardening type community group set up for the Marshlands area. The first meeting was to be on 20th June and it is understood it was well attended.
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Planning matters.
Planning application for use of land as garden and conversion/extension of outbuildings to create 2 storey building ref 19/01595/PLF for T.Walker at Fairview Farm, Reedness-it was noted that RPC approval for this application was made mid meeting due to the required ERYC response deadline.

Planning application for erection of livestock building at Pear Tree Farm for White Rose Farms ref 19/00619/PLF-it was noted that ERYC have given approval for this application.

4R Recycling for land change of use at old peat works in Swinefleet ref 18/03711/CM-it was noted that ERYC have given a refusal decision on this application.

Ward Cllrs report-Ward Cllr Liz Sargeantson reported the future possibility of establishing a walking group along with a designated paths route following of from a similar successful group in the Snaith and surrounding areas. Cllr Sargeantson felt this could be a suitable project for the Marshlands area and would encourage visitors to the area as well. Cllr Sargeantson will obtain further information and investigate the possibility of setting up a small action group to steer the idea and move it forward.
