Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Reedness Primary School, Reedness on Monday 30th September 2019 at 7.00pm.

Declarations of interest-none declared.
Prior to the meeting officially starting a resident spoke to the parish council about various 
concerns he feels the parish council should be aware of including the dangerous condition of Old Lane and the safety concerns of the pavement in front of the new properties along Post Office Row. Also mentioned was the idea to survey residents for future village project ideas and the possibility of making the river bank path top a designated public footpath.
All comments and suggestions were noted by the councillors.

1327                Matters arising from the minutes.
Community speed watch-the clerk has now arranged a site visit with police coordinator Wayne Goodwin and parish councillors which was held on 27th September 2019. Cllr Sargeantson went on to explain that the suggestion to merge both Reedness and Swinefleet in this scheme was viable and proposed hot spot locations were agreed to. The clerk will now liaise with PC Goodwin to commence the process of training the volunteers.
ERYC village taskforce-following on from the two-year visit by ERYC officers to walk the village and locate areas requiring cosmetic work the clerk has received an update on works agreed to or completed by ERYC. The clerk will contact ERYC to establish future dates for the road resurfacing works and pothole maintenance along with agreed repair works to Old Lane. The clerk had previously arranged for the Community Payback team to visit Reedness in the summer and this was deemed a success and as such a repeat visit is to be arranged again for the upcoming months.
Village name signs-Cllr Barras has apologised for the delay in providing quotations for this project but will endeavour to get prices, specifications and designs for this at the next meeting.
Speed Indicator Device (SID)-the clerk has ordered a SID for the month of October and the two locations were decided upon at the meeting. The installation for this equipment will be 3rd October 2019. The clerk has provided quotations for solar powered speed reactive signs, but Cllr Sargeantson has since received information questioning the legality of such equipment and as such this future project will be placed on hold.
Parking/speeding concerns-the clerk has contacted ERYC about the proposal of placing double yellow lines along the school entrance bends area and suggested a further proposal to place Billy & Belinda traffic calming dummies on the pavement in the same vicinity. Unfortunately, ERYC have declined both ideas and provided reasons for these decisions. It was resolved that the clerk invites ERYC officers to a site meeting to see the problem for themselves and to give ideas and suggestions as to what can be done to help ease the situation.

Correspondence.
Walking group- Cllr Sargeantson explained her future proposal for a walking group with associated routes to use in and around the village but due to the winter months fast approaching it was resolved to place this idea on hold until the spring of next year.
Bus shelter -Cllr Sargeatson suggested that perhaps the village bus shelter could benefit from a regular clean. It was resolved to use the services of L.Amor to perform a quarterly shelter clean. The clerk will arrange this.

Remembrance event-plans were made for this year’s remembrance event and the idea to involve the local school and vicar was agreed to. A date of 7th November was pencilled in. The clerk will liaise with the school headmaster and local vicar to confirm this date and Cllr Walker will arrange the installation of the “Tommy” with R.Eastwood to be on or around 1st November 2019 It was resolved that the clerk will order 100 large event poppies and will advertise the sale of these and arrange for them  to be collected and paid for at The Half Moon public house.

Christmas tree-unfortunately yet again the village tree has died. It was resolved to purchase another tree for delivery on or around 2nd December 2019. The clerk will arrange order/delivery and Cllr Oldridge will arrange the placing of the tree lights to decorate.
Frank Ella trophy-Cllr Sargeantson alerted the parish council to the unfortunate loss of one of the school’s awards trophies (lost/misplaced by a past prize winners’ family).It was resolved that the parish council will replace this trophy and give it to the school to use to present to future pupils of the school in the memory of Frank Ella.

Benches-following on from a suggestion by local resident Mr J.King the subject of providing additional village benches was discussed. It was noted that there are already two benches in the centre of the village and a new proposed location choice was not made known. It was resolved to place this item on the agenda for the spring of next year when possible locations could be looked into.
Village information event-Cllr Sargeantson has suggested a future event for residents to attend to obtain information regarding services available from ERYC and other organisations ie emergency services. It was resolved to place this idea on hold until a suitable venue was found due to the fact the public house marquee will shortly be dismantled.
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Planning matters.
Planning application for erection of a dwelling for S.Bridges at land east of Bank End, Main Street, Reedness ref 19/02510/OUT. RPC have previously objected to this application with reasons given to ERYC. (decision made mid meetings due to ERYC reply deadline date). It was noted that this application has since been considered by Western area planning subcommittee who have decided to approve this application.
Planning application for erection of agricultural building at Highfields Farm for C.Morton ref 19/00141/PLF. RPC have approved this application. (decision made mid meetings due to ERYC reply deadline date). As yet no decision has been made by ERYC.
4R application for recycling facility at peat works ref 19/00055/REFUSE- it was noted that an appeal process has been started with ERYC by the applicant.
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             Any other business.
Cllr Sargeantson provided the councillors with her Ward Cllrs report which suggested the update of the village emergency plan in the light of recent EA flood warnings. Cllr Walker will look at the current plans in place and make suggestions/alterations in time for the next meeting.

Cllr Barras asked the parish council for its views on the BT Adopt A Kiosk project for the rarely used village telephone box. Cllr Barras will liaise with residents for suggested ideas for the phone box use before this idea is further investigated.

Gully cleaning/road sweeping- it was noticed that these services have not been seen in the village for a long time. The clerk will liaise with ERYC to ask for a list of scheduled visits for the village.
River bank-a suggestion to enquire about the possibility of making the walkway along the river bank top a public right of way/public footpath was discussed. The clerk will further investigate this possibility with HM Land Registry and with ERYC Leslie Whitehead and establish costs and information. Also discussed was the possibility of an extra grass cut (as provided last year by RPC) along the river bank stretch from the school to the home of J.Drayton approximately. The clerk will obtain a price for this and bring to the next meeting for discussion. The clerk will also liaise with EA to establish future grass cutting schedules and agreed maintenance works in this area on the river bank.
