Matters arising from the minutes.
Bin publicity-Cllr Hobson came up with an idea to ask the local school children to design a poster (with a prize given for the winners) which will  incorporate the theme of using the new litter bin for dog bags and not leaving the dog dirt on the street or paths. All posters were brought to the meeting and the winners were chosen with the first prize having their poster laminated and placed around the village. It was resolved to award all entrants a small thank you prize also.
Future ict/youth clubs-an idea of either setting up ICT courses for residents or a youth club for the children were two of the projects suggested that could benefit from wind farm grant funding. It was resolved that prior to any application being made for funds that a survey be made available to all residents asking if they would be interested and use these clubs if they were set up.

Notice board/electric supply-Cllr Jones has met ERYC Peter Jacobson who has agreed that ERYC will install the notice board, defibrillator and electric supply and will invoice the parish council with an agreed annual maintenance fee of £15. ERYC will not agree to power any Christmas tree lights and so it was resolved that solar powered lights will be used for the replacement tree.

Correspondence.
SAAA decision-RPC have previously made the decision to opt out of joining the SAAA for future audit purposes but have now received a letter from NALC/SLCC asking if this decision could be re considered and highlighting the benefits of joining the SAAA.
The clerk read out advice from Ernllca on this subject and it was resolved that the clerk finds out exactly what the costs would be from the SAAA if an audit was needed ever.

Ousefleet show-a donation request was received from C.Royston and it was resolved that RPC make a £100 donation for this year’s show.

Transparency grant-the clerk has informed the parish council of further grant funding available to fund a year’s website maintenance, clerk’s hours and internet fees. It was agreed that this funding should be applied for and the clerk has claimed £754.44 to fund the costs associated with the website up to 31/3/17.

Ward Cllr Barratt reported the loss of a bus service route but this did not directly affect Reedness.

Cllr Jones enquired as to why there is neither safety fencing nor barriers placed around the drain sluice gates as he feels it is a serious safety concern. Cllr Backhouse informed the parish council that the gate was secured with a lock and key but having spoken to EA and the local drainage board himself they both did not feel there was a danger or a need to place safety fencing or barriers around this area. Cllr Jones clarified that if both E.A. and the drainage board felt that they have fulfilled their obligations of safety barriers/fencing under Health and Safety and Duty of Care to the public and local residents (considering the existing measures that are in place) he would now no longer bring the subject up again but voiced that as nothing had happened in the past he does not accept this as a reason for not facing up to the possibility of a serious incident in the future.

Cllr Oldridge alerted the council to a possible blocked drain gully outside Beech Garth bungalow resulting in surface water remaining on the road and path. It was resolved that the clerk reports this to ERYC.
