Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Oldridge.
1343                Matters arising from the minutes.
Community speed watch-the clerk has contacted the CSW team leader Neil Auchterlounie who reports that when the weather picks up/lighter nights he will commence the speed gun sessions. It was resolve that the clerk will contact the existing volunteers to ensure they are available for the sessions and to re advertise on social media to gain new recruits particularly for Reedness.
Parking/speeding issues- The clerk has now ordered a life-size PC Speedy dummy and a “no parking” banner to be placed on the school bends. Cllr Barras has taken PC Speedy and will place him outside the public house. It is hoped both items will help to eradicate the speeding and parking problems.
Emergency plan -Cllr Sargeantson has taken a paper copy of the existing plan and will endeavour to add to it and enhance it where applicable. It was resolved that all existing councillors’ names should be added onto the plan as volunteers.
Post Office Row-complaints received about the footpath in front of these two new builds have been dealt with by ERYC enforcement officers who have informed the clerk that the paperwork for dropped kerb applications has been submitted and approved and as such the pavements should be made good by the designated contractors when this kerb work is done. The parish council have resolved to monitor the situation.
Groundwork letter-the clerk contacted Amanda Scrimgoeur inviting her to the meeting to explain how the project she is keen to apply for funding for could involve Reedness village. Unfortunately, Amanda could not attend the meeting but has said she will obtain further relevant information for the parish council.
Water seepage/flooding- following on from two residents’ homes being flooded before Christmas, complaints were received as to the suitability and effectiveness of the roadside drainage system. RPC asked ERYC to investigate the drains/gullies in the affected area and ERYC have found blockages caused by hedgerow roots and driveway stone which they have now cleared. It was resolved that the clerk will contact the IDB to establish the hedge ownership and the findings will be brought to the next meeting.

Correspondence.
Resignations-the clerk notified the parish council of the resignations from Cllrs Cawkwell and Walker. The clerk has notified ERYC who have now given RPC approval to co opt two new councillors. The clerk has advertised for the two vacancies and received a good response. After reading the letters of interest It was resolved to co opt Karen Phillipson and Sarah Chisholm onto the parish council. The clerk will send out the relevant letters and documents.
EA tree works-the clerk has cascaded a letter from EA notifying the parish council of proposed tree works to the flood defence affected areas. These plans were noted and approved by the councillors.

Road closure notices-the clerk has cascaded two road closure notices o the councillors identifying the affected roads and closure dates. All were noted and approved by the councillors.

             Ward Cllrs report
Ward Cllr Liz Sargeantson gave the councillors details of a proposed trial scheme in Cowick to involve the local school children and police to assist in tackling the speed problems. It was hoped that if his is a success that the idea could be used in Reedness. The idea of a school “walking bus” route was also to be further investigated for Reedness and Cllr Barras has given his approval to use the public house car park as a start/finish point for the project. Cllr Sargeantson will investigate this idea further with ERYC and associated PCSO officers.
