Minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held at Reedness Primary School, Reedness on Wednesday 11th March 2020 at 7.00pm.

Declarations of interest-none declared.
Prior to the meeting officially starting Paul Hirst spoke to the council about his desire for Reedness and Swinefleet parish councils to join forces and apply for grant funding for a large industrial type water pump to be used in extreme flooding situations in the villages. This item was on the agenda and as such was to be discussed and decided upon during the meeting.

Minutes circulated to all councillors and approved and signed by Cllr Sargeantson.
1351               Matters arising from the minutes.
New Councillors-the two new parish councillors Sarah Chisholm and Karen Phillipson completed the acceptance forms and register of interest forms which have now been witnessed and added to the parish council website and sent to ERYC.  Both councillors were welcomed onto the parish council by all present.
Community speed watch-the clerk has received an email from P.C. Wayne Goodwin requesting that the C.S.W. project begins as soon as possible otherwise the equipment will be relocated to other village speed watch teams. The clerk explained that volunteer numbers had declined and as such patrols had not yet started. It was resolved to ask the clerk to contact the Goole Times and local radio station to see if they will agree to do an advertising article in an attempt to gain more volunteers. Cllr Sargeantson has also spoken with Twin Rivers P.C. to see if they will support this scheme and assist in increasing volunteer numbers.
Parking/speeding issues- Cllr Barras has now placed the life-size P.C. Speedy dummy and a “no parking” banner in suitable village locations and it is hoped both items will help to eradicate the speeding and parking problems. The parish council will continue to monitor the situation.
Emergency plan -Cllr Sargeantson has taken a paper copy of the existing emergency plan and will produce a revised copy for the May meeting.
Overhanging bush-the clerk has contacted ERYC to establish ownership and responsibility of an overhanging bush on the school roadside bends. ERYC have stated that they will cut back the bush to allow better roadside visibility.
Water seepage/flooding- following on from two residents’ homes being flooded before Christmas, complaints were received as to the suitability and effectiveness of the roadside drainage system. ERYC investigated the drains/gullies in the affected area and found blockages caused by hedgerow roots and driveway stone which they have now cleared. It was resolved to contact the owners of the hedge and water pipes and make them aware of the findings in the hope that this problem will not be repeated in future wet weather conditions.

Correspondence.
B.T. payphone consultation-the clerk has received a letter from B.T. stating that the two village phone boxes have been identified as being both of very little use. The parish council were given options to allow their removal, adoption or to keep them. It was resolved that the parish council recommend the removal of the central village phone box but asks to adopt the Whitgift end phone box to possibly house a new defibrillator. The clerk will liaise with B.T. about the adoption process and will apply for grant funding to purchase a defibrillator if the adoption is a success.

Defibrillator training-the clerk has received a letter from ERNLLCA advertising free training in life saving processes and defibrillator use training. It was resolved that this item will be formally discussed again once a decision is known regarding the proposed phone box adoption and new defibrillator purchase has been made.

Twin Rivers wind farm panel-following on from the resignation of Cllr Walker there is a vacancy for a Reedness councillor on the Twin Rivers windfarm panel. It was resolved that new Cllr Chisholm becomes the Reedness representative.

Water pumps- Cllr Sargeantsom expressed a need for water pumps in the village as she feels there is now a requirement especially due to the fact village flooding was noted in November/December 2019. It was resolved that the clerk will apply for grant funding from the Twin Rivers wind farm fund to purchase 3 small pumps for village use and 10 hydro snakes for resident use in flooding emergencies.
T.R.P.C. V.E.day-the clerk has received an email from T.R.P.C. asking for a donation towards a celebratory event to be held in Ousefleet to mark the V.E. day anniversary. The idea to award every child (0-16) a commemorative coin was also suggested. It was resolved that R.P.C. will make a donation of up to £350 towards the event costs and would ask that bunting be supplied for Reedness village also.
Industrial water pump-S.P.C. Cllr Paul Hirst made a request in the public part of the meeting for Reedness and Swinefleet parish councils to join forces and apply for grant funding for a large industrial type water pump to be used in extreme flooding situations in the villages. It was resolved that R.P.C. would fully support S.P.C. in a joint windfarm grant application for this pump.

Change of use of land/buildings to recycling facility at Peat Works, Swinefleet for 4 Recycling Ltd ref 19/00055/REFUSE-it was noted that the planning inspectorate made a decision to dismiss the appeal.
